
FoxReports – Quick start manual
Before beginning, the following informations are needed. You will get them from the fox, or from 
the owner of the database.

URL: .foxreports.lu/reports

User name:

Password:
if you never logged on, your password will be 123456789RESET123456789, you will be asked to set a new one.

Quick tips:
– you do not need to logged into SecondLife™ to use the FoxReports service.
– it will work with the most known Internet Browsers (including text-only browsers).
– when estate-banning an avatar, there is no need to kick him first.

Log in

Load the URL in your browser and enter your user name and password exactly as given, including 
correct capitals, and special characters (like underscore or dot)

Small forum for your discussions. (non-public)

Estate
Bans
Kick, Ban and unbans other avatar from the estates.

Other
Send messages, view parcel map and details, view 5 second-sample of a sim stat and restart sims

Sim Statistics
View recorded sim statistics (if any)

Reports
New
Saves a new report to the server (warning: these reports will not go to LindenLab, nor does they 
have access to).
You can set states, like warnings and bans and also attach pictures (PNG and JPEG only)

Persons
View all persons reported

Reports
View all reports, ordered by date

Personal
My settings
Set up the date-format and time-format your like, and E-Mail options for automatic notifications of 
new reports/forum entries.
These settings will stored on the server, not in form of cookies.

My scratch pad
Your personal scratch pad, where only you have access to it.

Other
Agreement
The agreement between you and your administrator.

Covenant
The agreement between the administrator and the fox.

Legends
Explains the symbols used in the system.



Support
Contacts the support (the fox)

Admin
Users
Add and remove users allowed to use the reports. (also set-up the permissions)

Support Users
(not explained here – item may be deprecated later)

Regions
Set-up regions to ease classification of the reports (it has nothing to do with the estates-set-up)

Other Admin
Set-up the system, example custom pictures, and texts

Support Admin
(not explained here – item may be deprecated later)

Logs
View the logs what went wrong, or what other users did. (since Version 1.6.5 [R0], IP addresses and 
User-Agent are no longer visible for anyone)

Mini How-To

Estate ban an avatar
Login  with  your  user  name  and 
password.  Click  the  link  Ban and 
select the estate you want to ban the 
avatar  from.  Type  the  full  avatar 
name into “Ban user  from Estate” 
and click Ban.

Write a report
Login  with  your  user  name  and 
password. Click on the link New. In 
the region, select the region where it 
happened.  Type  the  full  names.  If 
there  are  more  then  one  name,  type 
the  name  under  each  other.  If  the 
names  are  not  known,  or  the  report 
does  not  relate  to  an  avatar,  select 
“Unknown  /  Anonymous”.  Choose 
the states  what  applies  to  the avatar 
(if no names are provided, skip this). 
Write the title of the report,  and the 
full text. Select up to 9 pictures to be 
attached  to  the  report.  (Full  quality 
preferred)



When done. Select “Save”.
